     Pat Boone’s raise to fame with his rendition of 
“Love Letters in the Sand” in the late 50’s…
remember?! He sang about how he and his loved 
one wrote “Love Letters in the Sand” and how his 
heart was broken as the incoming tide washed 
those letters away.

     Sometimes we need to wash away the anger in 
our lives. Anger itself is not sinful. It is a godly 
quality. The psalmist said, “God is a righteous judge, 
a God who displays His wrath every day.”  
(Psa. 7:11) However, He also said, Tremble and in 
your anger do not sin; when you are on your beds, 
search your hearts and be silent. (Psa. 4:4) Jesus is 
the One we strive to emulate “He looked around at 
them with anger and was deeply distressed at their 
stubborn hearts.”

We should be thankful that 
He has said, “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and 
just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from 
all unrighteousness.” (1 John 1:9)
